PLANT MAINTENANCE

Mowing

. Mow every 7-10 days in the hot months; mow every 2-3 weeks in the cold
months.

. Sharpen mower blades frequently.

. Retain maximum length during the warmer months to improve moisture retention
and colour.

Watering

. Water thoroughly and regularly after installation to encourage a deep and vigor-

ous root system (turf will be able to fossick for water and therefore be more able
to withstand hot dry conditions).

. Once the root system has fully established, water deeply once or twice a week. —
During excessively hot weather water deeply every second day (on sandy soils
more often), with much less or no water in cooler months. Remember that infre-
quent, deep watering promotes a healthy lawn.

. Over watering can encourage excessive growth and susceptibility to fungal dis-
ease and root rot.

Fertilising:

. For best results use a slow release fertiliser three times per year (Early

spring, mid summer and late Autumn) In the heat of summer avoid over
fertilising or using manure based products.

. If you need a quick green up, use a liquid fertilizer high in nitrogen to pro-
mote a lush green lawn.

. Do not use weed and feed fertilizers unless otherwise stated on product
back panel.
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
